Lineup of Atlanta-based acts to lead into fireworks show

ATLANTA (June 9, 2022) - The Atlanta Symphony Youth Orchestra (ASYO) will headline a lineup
of special patriotic performances prior to the Southeast’s largest fireworks show at “Look Up
Atlanta,” Georgia World Congress Center Authority (GWCCA) announced.

Look Up Atlanta, a “special celebration of Atlanta for Atlantans,” revives Fourth of July fireworks at
Centennial Olympic Park and honors Atlanta’s history as host of the 1996 Centennial Olympic

Established in 1974, the Atlanta Symphony Youth Orchestra provides Atlanta’s most talented and
dedicated students an outlet to perform masterworks. Each year, more than three hundred rising
8th to 12th-grade instrumentalists audition for seats in the ASYO. The ASYO presents a three-
concert series each year and members have exclusive invitations to participate in readings and
master classes with the top artists in the instrumental music industry.

More headline entertainment acts will be announced later, including an Atlanta-based national
recording artist.
